Providence’s Forestry
Division will select and site your tree. Your cost is $300.00 per tree. Please make your check payable to
the City of Providence — Sharpe Fund.

You agree to pay the full cost of planting a city street tree. You must apply for a free permit to plant
(either yourself or by contractor) before you make any preparations. Upon receipt of your application,
Providence’s Forestry Division will show you where to plant the tree(s), send you a permit (required to
plant on city property), a list of approved street tree species from which to choose your tree(s), as well
as size standards and mandatory planting procedures.
